Your items must be home baked, individually wrapped tight as noted above, in clear bags so the items
can be seen. Each bag must be marked with a description of the item and noted WITH or WITHOUT nuts.

Customers love to see fall and holiday decorative bags, ribbons,
plates, etc. The Health Department will not allow us to accept anything that needs refrigeration, so
please keep this in mind.

Your baked, wrapped and labeled items and drinks will need to be checked in with our volunteer rep at
the check in table when you come in to help on Friday, October 10" at 5:45pm. Your son's name will
be checked off once your items are received and you will be directed where to deliver your donated
items and where you will be assigned to work move-in.
